Frederico Fellini’s semi-autobiographical masterpiece about a harried movie director who retreats into his memories and fantasies during a mid-life crisis.

16 Blocks - An aging cop played by Bruce Willis, is assigned the ordinary task of escorting a fast-talking witness Mos Def, from police custody to a courthouse. There is however forces at work trying to stop prevent them from making it.

24 – Season Two - Second installment of the series. Retired federal agent Jack Bauer is pulled back into field work after CTU learns of an impending nuclear attack in Los Angeles.

24 – Season Three - Third installment of the series. Jack Bauer must prevent Mexican terrorists from unleashing a weaponized virus in Los Angeles.

400 Blows - Director Francois Truffaut’s first feature film about a 13 year-old boy who is alienated by his parents and experiences at school. This film signifies the beginning of the French New Wave movement.

The 4400: The Complete Second Season - These are the stories of 4400 abductees after they are returned to Earth. People dealing with traumatic changes, driven by the mystery of what happened and why. Some of them have been affected in mysterious ways, and some will have certain abilities, both good and bad.
Adventures of Brisco County, Jr.: The Complete Series – Bruce Campbell stars as a Harvard-educated bounty hunter in this western/sci-fi/comedy/drama/action series. If you missed this great series when it originally aired here’s your chance to enjoy some fine entertainment.

Akeelah & the Bee - 
This is one great film about a 13 year-old girl from South Central Los 

Angeles and her journey to the Scripps National Spelling Bee. Although heavy hitters, Angela Bassett and Laurence Fishburne co-star, the brilliant star in this film is KeKe Palmer who plays Akeelah.

Amarcord - In this movie Fellini portrays his home town of Rimini as he remembered it in '30s, during his young days.

American Beauty - Kevin Spacey plays Lester Burnham, a depressed suburban father in a mid-life crisis, decides to turn his hectic life around after developing an infatuation for his daughter's attractive friend. This role won him an Academy Award for Best Actor in 1999.

Annapolis - Set against the backdrop of boxing at the Naval Academy, centers on a young man from the wrong side of the tracks whose dream of attending Annapolis becomes a reality. James Franco stars.

Aquamarine - Two teenage girls discover a mermaid in their beach club's swimming pool. Through their relationship with this other worldly friend, important lessons are learned about the power of friendship, the true magic of love, and the importance of standing on your own two feet. Adaptation of acclaimed author Alice Hoffman.

The ATL - A coming-of-age story set in a South Atlanta neighborhood featuring Outkast’s Big Boi and starring Tip Harris as Rashad the young man who’s struggling to realize his potential.

The Benchwarmers – A Happy Madison production (Adam Sandler’s company) about the eternal struggle of nerds vs. jocks. Stars Rob Schneider, David Spade and Jon Heder. You know what to expect.

CSA: The Confederate States of America - British mockumentary of what the United States would look like today if the South had beaten the Union army. Got good reviews.

Curb Your Enthusiasm: The Complete Fifth Season - More of the HBO comedy written by and starring Larry Sanders. Regular guests include Wanda Sykes, Ted Danson, and Richard Lewis.

Curious George - A faithful adaptation of the beloved children’s books. Will Ferrell, David Cross, Drew Barrymore, Dick Van Dyke and Joan Plowright are the voice talents.

Dave Chappelle’s Block Party -  A humorous, joyous documentary/concert film in which Dave Chappelle invites friends from his hometown in Ohio and an entire Brooklyn neighborhood to a free concert featuring stellar recording artists like Mos Def, Kanye West, Erykah Badu, and the reunited Fugees. 

Earth Science - This DVD series provides 61 Earth Science video clips grouped into three modules: Earth Science I, Earth Science II, and Space Science. You will see everything from volcanoes, to earthquakes, to weather elements, and stars.

Fubar – A mockumentary about two Canadian headbangers. Was a Sundance favorite.

Gemini – Offbeat Japanese horror film from director Shinya Tsukamoto about a seemingly ordinary, happily married man whose life is shattered by the arrival of a stranger who looks just like him.

A Good Woman – Helen Hunt and Scarlett Johansson star in this adaptation of Oscar Wilde’s play, Lady Windermere’s Fan about a Victorian-era gold-digger.

The Great Wonderful - The Great New Wonderful weaves five stories against the backdrop of an anxious and uncertain post-9-11 New York City. Maggie Gyllenhaal, Edie Falco & Tony Shaloub star.

The Hills Have Eyes – A remake of Wes Craven’s low budget 1977 horror classic. Very gory. Only for those with exceptionally strong stomachs.
Hoot - Three middle-schoolers take on greedy land developers, corrupt politicians, and clueless cops in the mystery adventure HOOT based on Carl Hiaasen's Newbery Honor-winning book.

I, Claudius Collector’s Edition - Masterpiece Theatre's true telling of the treachery and debauchery surrounding the lives of Rome's Imperial Dynasty, the Claudians based on Robert Graves novel. This series originally aired as a mini-series in 1976.
Just My Luck - Lindsay Lohan plays a young Manhattanite known to many as the luckiest woman around. After a chance encounter with a down-and-out young man however, she realizes that she's swapped her fortune for his.

Kinky Boots - A man finds an unlikely ally in Lola, a brassy cross-dressing cabaret singer, in his effort to save his father's shoe factory. A nice little British dramedy in the vein of the Full Monty.

Kiss Kiss, Bang Bang – Smart funny murder mystery starring Val Kilmer and Robert Downey Jr. Great dialogue.

La Strada - Frederico Fellini film about a carefree girl sold to a traveling entertainer, who consequently endures physical and emotional pain along the way. Won the first ever Academy Award for Best Foreign Language Film in 1954. Anthony Quinn, Giulietta Masina, and Richard Basehart star.

The Lake House – Sandra Bullock and Keanu Reeves reunite to star in this love story about two people who love one another but live two years apart in time.
Le Semourai – Alain Delon stars as hit man Jeff Costello, a perfectionist who always carefully plans his murders and who never gets caught. One night however, after killing a night-club owner, he's seen by witnesses. His efforts to provide himself with an alibi fail and more and more he gets driven into a corner.
Libertine - Johnny Depp stars as John Wilmot a.k.a. the Earl of Rochester, a 17th century poet who famously drank and debauched his way to an early grave, only to earn posthumous critical acclaim for his life's work.

Looking for Comedy in the Muslim World - To improve its relations with Muslim countries, the United States government sends comedian Albert Brooks to south Asia to write a report on what makes followers of Islam laugh.

Madea’s Family Reunion - Tyler Perry plays Madea, a granny with much attitude, dealing with family drama.. Blair Underwood, Lynn Whitfield and Maya Angelou also star.

Marilyn Hotchkiss Ballroom Dancing and Charm School -  A widowed man's life turns upside down when he embarks on a journey to find a dying man's long lost love. Robert Carlyle, John Goodman, Marisa Tomei and Donnie Walberg.

Matador – Pierce Brosnan excels in this film about a professional hit man who wants out of the business. Greg Kinnear plays his unwilling accomplice in making his exit.
The Notorious Bettie Page -  The story of Bettie Page, uber-successful 1950's pin-up model, one of the first sex icons in America, and the target of a Senate investigation. Gretchen Mol stars as Bettie.

Phat Girlz – Monique stars as a woman who finally comes to terms with the fact that she will never be a size 5. A nice little gem of a film about accepting and learning to love who you really are.

The Pink Panther – Steve Martin stars as Inspector Clousseau in this remake. Why?

Robot Chicken: Season 1 - Old-school stop-motion animation and fast-paced satire are the hallmarks of this eclectic show created by Seth Green and Matt Senreich.

The Sentinel – Michael Douglas plays a disgraced special agent to the White House who endeavors to foil a conspiracy to assassinate the U.S. President. Keifer Sutherland co-stars.

The Shaggy Dog – Tim Allen takes on the role as man who tries to live a normal life despite the fact that he sometimes turns into a sheepdog. A reworking of a 1950’s Disney film.

Syriana -  George Clooney won the Oscar for Best Performance by an Actor in a Supporting Role in this politically-charged epic about the state of the oil industry in the hands of those personally involved and affected by it.

Thank You for Smoking - Satirical comedy follows the machinations of Big Tobacco's chief spokesman, Nick Naylor, who spins on behalf of cigarettes while trying to remain a role model for his twelve-year-old son. Aaron Eckhart stars.

Trainspotting: Collector’s Edition – This 1996 film about the Edinburgh drug scene

Featured Ewan McGregor in a breakout performance as and addict trying to extricate himself from the life.

Tristram Shandy: A Cock and Bull Story – A film within a film whereby a director Michael Winterbottom attempts to shoot the adaptation of Laurence Sterne's essentially unfilmable novel, "The Life and Opinions of Tristram Shandy, Gentleman." A mostly British cast including Jeremy Northam, Steve Coogan and Naomie Harris.
Tsotsi -  Captivating audiences worldwide, this compelling story of crime and redemption has earned countless awards around the globe. On the edges of Johannesburg, Tsotsi's life has no meaning beyond survival. One night, in desperation, Tsotsi steals a woman's car. But as he is driving off, he makes a shocking discovery in the backseat. In one moment his life takes a sharp turn and leads him down an unexpected path to redemption ... giving him hope for a future he never could have imagined. Starring non-actor Presley Chweneyagae in a brilliant performance.

Ultraviolet -   Human society has been decimated by a holocaust caused by biological warfare research gone wrong: instead of creating super-soldiers, a genetically-engineered virus turns infected humans into Hemophages, a vampire-like sub-species with enhanced physical abilities. V for Vendetta Special Edition - Adapted from Allan Moore's graphic novel of the same name, "V for Vendetta" tells the futuristic tale of a Great Britain that's a fascist state.
